Subject: Discussion and Consideration of Comments Received During 45-
Day Public Comment Period on Proposed Revisions to Continuing
Education Regulations

Background

At its November 2019 meeting, the Board approved regulatory changes pertaining to
both continuing education (CE) and “additional training” requirements. The Board
approved additional changes to this proposal at its meeting in September 2021. The
approved language is provided in Attachment A. Key provisions are as follows:

e Update content requirements, and update/streamline the list of acceptable
course providers for the training courses required to be completed by applicants
for LMFT, LCSW and LPCC licensure, as well as Licensed Educational
Psychologists renewing for the first time.

e Repeal regulations that were necessary during the transition of the CE program
away from Board approval of individual CE providers.

e Allow a licensee to earn CE for completing a Board occupational analysis survey.
e Limit hours that can be earned by teaching CE courses.
¢ Amend the requirements to qualify for a CE waiver.

e Clarify, update and make minor and technical changes to sections pertaining to
CE and additional training.

Status of the Requlation Proposal

The regulation proposal was noticed to the public on November 12, 2021, and the public
comment period ended on January 3, 2022.
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Summary of Comments Received During Public Comment Period and Proposed
Responses

Below is a summary of the public comments received and staff's recommended
responses:

1. Comment from Linda England, LMFT (see Attachment B)

Summary: The commenter stated, “There are programs that track CEUs. It's a
benefit for us as well as the board to track what has been completed and what
needs to be completed.”

Response: Board staff have reviewed this comment and do not recommend any
changes to the text based thereon. Board staff note that this comment is outside of
the scope of the proposed regulatory changes.

2. Comment from Zvi Bellin, LPCC (see Attachment C)

The commenter offered the input that “psychotherapists should be trusted to gauge
the value of their own CE units. There is so much valuable learning that falls
outside of BBS approval. CE has become another business that taxes
psychotherapists who are already struggling to make ends meet in an already
complicated economic market. BBS should regulate the number of hours and the
documentation of hours, though should give liberty to counselors to choose what is
of value to their own growth. | believe this shows trust in the ethical relationship
between psychotherapists and the state.”

Response: Board staff have reviewed this comment and do not recommend any
changes to the text based thereon. Board staff note that this comment is outside of
the scope of the proposed regulatory changes.

3. Comments from:

The commenters above all requested that “self-study” be added to the definition of
a CE “course” in section 1887 for clarity and to ensure self-study continues to be
allowed as an option. The commenters feel that self-study is an important option
for the mode of course delivery and is an effective format.
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Response: Board staff have reviewed these comments and recommend changes
to the text based thereon.

In 2015, the definition of “self-study” and the limitation on self-study hours was
eliminated from the Board’s regulations. As explained in the Initial Statement of
Reasons:

“The committee conducted extensive discussions regarding the definition and
applicability of self-study versus online learning. It was decided that self-study
limitations should be removed, as there are many effective self-study tools in
existence. Often, they come in the form of online learning. Online learning is now a
mainstream learning tool that is now often used in place of classroom learning and
is considered effective in the education industry. In addition, the Board designated
approval agencies of CE courses have extensive experience in education
methods, and therefore the Board agreed that any self-study courses they allow
will meet strict quality specifications. The amended language would now allow a
licensee to gain their required CE credits through any course format.”

Board staff note that the intent under the newly proposed regulation changes is to
continue allowing self-study (or any other course format) to be accepted when
taken from an acceptable CE provider. However, staff agrees that a text change
would help to clarify that self-study and other course formats are permitted,
especially since one of the proposed changes would specify that a course must be
provided “in person or online.” It could be argued that self-study may be neither.

Staff recommends simply striking “in person or online” and not adding the phrase
“self-study” into the examples provided. This is because we anticipate the Office of
Administrative Law may require a definition of self-study, and since we do not
know what the future may hold in terms of course formats offered, a definition may
be limiting. A more general/generic definition would allow for greater flexibility in
course formats, especially for future formats that we may not be able to conceive
of at this point. However, to help clarify that self-study types of activities are
acceptable, staff proposes adding “document-based” instruction or activities to the
examples provided under the course definition.

Based on the above, staff recommends amendments to section 1887(a) as shown
on page 6 of Attachment A.

Additional Proposed Changes

In addition to the above amendment, several nonsubstantive clarifying changes are
proposed in several sections as shown in Attachment A.
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Recommendation

Approve the proposed responses to public comments received, and direct staff to make
any Board-approved changes and any technical or nonsubstantive changes needed to
complete the rulemaking process.

On behalf of our more than 33,000 members, the California Association of Marriage and Family
Therapists (CAMFT) would like to comment on the proposed revisions to the Continuing
Education Regulations as published on November 2, 2021 for public comment.

Section 1887. Definitions (a)

Under current regulations, a continuing education course includes Self-Study, which allows an
individual to read approved materials from an approved continuing education provider and
complete questions for education units related to their scope of practice and any specialty

population they serve.

This process is accepted by regulatory bodies across the country and allows for independent
study relevant to the therapist’s practice. In addition, Self-Study courses for continuing
education units (CEUs), are appropriately developed and distributed by BBS designated
approval agencies, including CAMFT, and their approved CEU providers.
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There is no evidence to suggest that Self-Study CEUs are any less valid than in-person or online
programs. What is consistent in the three modes of learning is a documented educational goal
for specific learning objectives and a mechanism to assess the achievement of the learning
objectives.

In 2015, CAMFT supported the BBS when the Board amended 16 CCR Section 1887 to remove
the 18-hour Self-Study limitation. At that time, the BBS CE Committee conducted extensive
discussions regarding the definition and applicability of Self-Study versus online learning. It was
determined that Self-Study limitations should be removed, as there are many effective Self-
Study tools in existence. Additionally, the BBS opined that Self-Study courses would meet strict
quality specifications required by the designated approval agencies of CE courses.

While CAMFT supports the additional clarity in the drafted regulations to allow for online and
in-person CEUs, we recommend an amendment to ensure Self-Study is still allowed. Self-Study
CEU activities include materials developed for learners who seek flexibility in the location and
scheduling of a course. In addition, Self-Study learners must demonstrate satisfactory
completion of the learning experience by completing questions or an assignment.

Self-Study is an educational experience designed to provide flexibility and enhance skills and
knowledge in an area relevant to their practice.

The ongoing pandemic demonstrates why the flexibility for all three learning modes is critical.
The Self-Study option should remain available for individuals with limited access to high-speed
internet, restrictions on travel/inability to obtain CEUs in-person, or preference of learning via a
Self-Study medium.

CAMFT proposes revising section 1887 Definitions (a) to read:

A continuing education “course” means a form of systematic learning at least one hour in
length length, provided through in person, online, or Self-Study. This may include ireluding, but
is not limited to, academic studies, extension studies, lectures, conferences, seminars,
workshops, viewing of videotapes film-instruction, or viewing or participating in other
audiovisual activities including interactive video instruction and activities electronically
transmitted from another lecatien location, that has have been verified and approved by the
continuing education provider.

Conclusion

CAMFT’s primary concern is that the proposed change eliminating the effective Self-Study
model will reduce options to complete CEUs. Not only are there many Self-Study courses that
are effective for continuing education and meet strict quality specifications, providers in rural
areas may have limited access to the high-speed internet required for online training platforms,
and may incur higher costs associated with in-person courses due to lost work and travel costs.
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Thank you so much for considering our comments and concerns. We look forward to
continuing the discussion regarding our concerns.

Thank you for the opportunity to comment on the CE regulatory package. My name is Kristen
Rollman and I am the Content and Continuing Education Manager for Triad, the leading provider of
education, community, and career resources for behavioral and mental health professionals. Triad
operates AATBS and Gerry Grossman Seminars, providing licensure exam prep and continuing
education for Marriage and Family Therapists, Counselors, and Social Workers.

We are reaching out to express concern regarding the proposed changes to the definition of a
continuing education course (AMEND § 1887), as it seems to exclude the self-study, reading-based
format, which is a valuable option for the mental health professional community. Our self-study,
reading-based courses are developed using recent, peer-reviewed research. Learners are required to
read the provided text and demonstrate competency through completion of a post-test. Learners must
score a 75% or higher on the course post-test to qualify for a certificate. Each post-test contains at
least 10 questions directly testing comprehension of the course content. Courses that offer more than
1 CE credit provide content and additional post-test questions in proportion to the number of CE
credits offered.

After completing the course content and the post-test, learners are required to complete a detailed
evaluation form for the course. The evaluation forms require learners to report on their overall
experience with the course and indicate that course objectives were met. The evaluation also
provides our learners with an opportunity to provide any additional feedback on the course. Our
team reviews this feedback on a regular basis and utilizes this information to make appropriate and
relevant updates to the content, if necessary. Only after each of these requirements is met is the
learner issued a CE certificate indicating they have completed the course.

All of our reading-based courses are developed and reviewed by licensed mental health
professionals. Each course is then reviewed by an additional licensed mental health professional to
confirm the accuracy and relevance of the course content.

In the last year, we delivered over 9000 reading-based courses across the AATBS and Gerry

Grossman Seminars brands. This course format allows clinicians to complete their continuing
education requirements at a pace that is convenient for them. Reading-based courses are also the
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most cost-effective opportunity for professionals to complete their continuing education
