Webex Public Access Guide Audio 
Microphone 
Microphone control (mute/unmute 
button) is located on the command row. 

Green microphone = Unmuted: People in the meeting can hear you. 

Red microphone = Muted: No one in the meeting can hear you. 

Note:  Only panelists can mute/unmute their own 
microphones.

The question-and-answer feature (Q&A) is utilized for questions or comments. Upon 
direction of the meeting facilitator, the moderator will open the Q&A panel for meeting 
participants to submit questions or comments.

Webex Public Access Guide Closed Captioning 
Webex provides real-time closed captioning displayed in a dialog box on your screen. The 
captioning box can be moved by clicking on the box and dragging it to another location 
on your screen. 

The closed captioning can be hidden from view 
by clicking on the closed captioning icon. You 
can repeat this action to unhide the dialog box. 

You can select the language to be displayed by 
clicking the drop-down arrow next to the closed 
captioning icon.
